To engage budding artists, we held Artist's Conversation sessions virtually, thereby enabling
established artists to share their experiences with the next generation. We also held physical art exhibitions
at the UOB Art Gallery in Singapore and China to profile UOB PQOY artists and their works. Our long-term
partnership with National Gallery Singapore and Museum MACAN Indonesia continues to promote the
enjoyment of Southeast Asian art with more people.

We are proud that over the last four decades, our flagship regional art programme, the UOB POY Competition
has grown in prestige. It is now the longest running art competition in Singapore. Since 1982, the competition
has helped more than 1,000 artists across Singapore, Indonesia, Malaysia and Thailand share their works on
a larger stage. Past winners of the competition include Mr Goh Beng Kwan, the late Mr Anthony Poon and
Mr Chua Ek Kay who received the Singapore Cultural Medallion, Singapore’s most distinguished art award.

To mark our 40™ anniversary, we are introducing a new award trophy modelled after Vitalita, a bronze sculpture
commissioned by UOB and created by foremost Italian sculptor, Anna Chiara Spellini. The new UOB POY award
trophy aims to illuminate the passion of artists as they express their artistic vision.

In elevating the forward thinking in visual arts, we are launching the UOB Digital Art Grant in partnership
with the National Arts Council Singapore. The grant will be part of the Sustain the Arts Fund to foster
transformation and to support the art community in realising creative pursuits using digital technologies.

A special 40" Anniversary exhibition will also be held in the coming months to share the story and journey
of the UOB POY competition.

ICONIC TROPHY

Anna Chiara Spellini

Foremost Italian sculptor, Ms Anna Chiara Spellini was born in 1945
in the province of Varese to a sculptor father and a painter mother.

From a young age, Ms Spellini was exposed to museums,
churches, art and architecture and began her artistic endeavours
under her parents’ guidance and influence. She studied the
masters Giotto, Michelangelo, Piero della Francesca and Leonardo
da Vinci. Sculpturing allows her to express herself and frees her
from worldly concerns.

The richness and breadth of her life experiences have undoubtedly
shaped her perspective and artistic development. She focuses
on figurative sculpture and sculpts the human body and busts of
children and women. She is a strong advocate of original pieces of
sculpture and does not supply them to the mass market.

To date, Ms Spellini has created more than 300 individual works
of art, in bronze and marble. These include a 12-metre high bronze
sculpture, Vitalita at UOB Plaza, Shanghai, China, a life-size antique
car (Cottereau Populaire) in bronze for the Nicolis Museum of
Vintage Cars in Verona, Italy, and the Black Charging Bull at the
Gardens by the Bay in Singapore.

Design inspired by Vitalita by Anna Chiara Spellini

On the 40™ Anniversary of the UOB Painting of the Year regional art
competition, we are introducing a new iconic award trophy design from
this year. It is modelled after Vitalita (4£8577), a bronze sculpture by
foremost Italian sculptor, Ms Anna Chiara Spellini. The sculpture* was
specially commissioned by UOB.

In the concept of ‘dac’ i&, the vital energy of the universe is ‘qi’ S.
Embodying the ‘qi’ in the visceral line of this sculpture, Ms Spellini has
endowed the form of Vitalita with the vigour of being ready to move
upward and forward. It is a life force that creates newness, growth, good
fortune and abundance for all.

Vitalita begins life as a pillar of strength that is motivated into physical
movement, as though stepping forward. The front of the sculpture is
arched backward, while the back is like a curved bow, ready to spring out.

The new iconic UOB Painting of the Year award trophy aims to illuminate
the passion of artists, inspiring their imagination and ingenuity as they
express their artistic vision.

* The Vitalita bronze sculpture was installed at UOB Plaza Shanghai, China in 2018 on the
official opening of the new headquarters building. It will also be installed at the UOB Plaza
building in Singapore and across Southeast Asia countries.
