Throughout the
pandemic over the past two years, the art community has shown resilience and unity in their
response to adversity. With the gradual reopening this year, opportunities arise for artists to
pursue their artistic vision and to expand their horizon.

In the 415t edition of our flagship UOB Painting of the Year (POY) competition, the entries
continue to impress and to connect with the audience, demonstrating the ingenuity of artists
to tell their stories on canvas. The creativity and powerful messages conveyed through themes
like environmental sustainability, peace and reminiscence will draw you into the artists’ world.

As the leading patron of the arts in Asia, we remain steadfast in doing right by our community.
We continue to make art accessible to a wider audience through a diverse range of visual art
programmes, partnerships and community outreach.

Across our regional footprint, as the Lead Partner at Art Jakarta 2022, we presented 30 Southeast
Asian artworks from UOB PQOY artists, putting our winning artists on the international stage.
At Art Central Hong Kong 2022, an interactive art installation that interweaved traditional ink
with digital technology was commissioned for visitors to experience mindfulness.

In Singapore, we resumed the Artist's Conversation physical sessions in schools, partnering
UOB PQOY artists to enrich more than 1,600 students. Thematic art exhibitions were held at the
UOB Art Gallery Singapore to raise the appreciation of art, including a special exhibition on
Australian botanical art. The inaugural INSTINC D:Art Fest 2022 supported by the UOB Digital
Art Grant, recognised three aspiring artists for their outstanding digital artworks, celebrating
digital art in both the physical and digital space.

To further strengthen the art ecosystem in Singapore, we have signed a three-year Memorandum
of Understanding with the National Arts Council Singapore focusing on three areas of social
impact: To grow the value of the art, expand its outreach to new audiences and promote the
wellness of art. This strategic private-public sector collaboration aims to catalyse more ideas,
resources and ecosystem partners in developing a vibrant art scene in Singapore.

In elevating forward thinking in visual art, we are launching SkyArtverse by UOB in Decentraland,
the firstimmersive art theme park in the metaverse. Through this initiative, we hope to present a
differentiated virtual experience in art appreciation, broaden our engagement with audiences
and provide new opportunities for UOB POY artists to share their works globally.

Design inspired by Vitalita by Anna Chiara Spellini

On the 40t™ Anniversary of the UOB Painting of the Year regional art
competition in 2021, we have introduced a new iconic award trophy
design. It is modelled after Vitalita (%£d777), a bronze sculpture by
foremost Italian sculptor, Ms Anna Chiara Spellini. The sculpture* was
specially commissioned by UOB.

In the concept of ‘dao’ i&, the vital energy of the universe is ‘g’ K.
Embodying the ‘gi’ in the visceral line of this sculpture, Ms Spellini has
endowed the form of Vitalita with the vigour of being ready to move
upward and forward. It is a life force that creates newness, growth,
good fortune and abundance for all.

Vitalita begins life as a pillar of strength that is motivated into physical
movement, as though stepping forward. The front of the sculpture
is arched backward, while the back is like a curved bow, ready to
spring out.

The new iconic UOB Painting of the Year award trophy aims to illuminate
the passion of artists, inspiring their imagination and ingenuity as they
express their artistic vision.
